For westbound traffic is via Staplestreet Road, The Street, Stockers Hill,
Canterbury Road, A2 Boughton Bypass, A299 Thanet Way, Whitstable Road and
Staple Street.

For northbound traffic is via Staple Street, A299 Thanet Way, Canterbury Road,
Stockers Hill, The Street and Staplestreet Road.

Pedestrian access will be maintained during the works.
